EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT: 68 
Mr. Reinman reported on the following: 69 

1. LIC RFP/RFQ for Professional Services in compliance with the NJ Fair and Open Process. 70 
Requests for Qualifications were solicited prior to the LIC changing its meeting date this year. 71 
Due to the receipt of proposals scheduled to be received after this LIC meeting, qualified 72 
vendors will be accepted and any contract awards will be awards will be formally made at the 73 
next meeting of the Industrial Commission.  74 

 75 
2. Lakewood Airport:  76 

 77 
A proposal was provided by the Lakewood Township Airport Engineering firm for schematic 78 
design of site improvements (excluding building structures) 79 
 80 
No one is leaving Lakewood Airport despite the crowded conditions that was precipitated by 81 
the change of ownership and management of Monmouth Executive Airport. We have a 82 
waiting list 70-some people that would like to come and leave their planes here. A good 83 
number of people have been displaced. The demand remains very high for hangar space.  84 
 85 
There have been a number of people coming in looking and public/private partnerships, land 86 
leases, etc.  We are thinking of doing is performing some of the preliminary engineering work 87 
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and laying the groundwork so that there is something to move on. Seeking LIC approval to 88 
spend up to $15,000 on this engineering work so that we can get this preliminary engineering 89 
work in place so that we can motivate those people.  90 
 91 

Mr. Katz arrived at 11:47 AM and was sworn in as Commissioner for another five-year term effective 92 
January 1, 2015 (to terminate December 31, 2019).  93 
 94 

Mr. Kirschner announced that he would like to appoint a subcommittee to address hangar and 95 
storage development at Lakewood Airport.  96 
 97 
This subcommittee is to be comprised of: 98 
Commissioner Justin Flancbaum 99 
Commissioner Gregory Stafford-Smith 100 
Commissioner Neil Brooks 101 
Commission Chairman Robert Kirschner as Ex-Officio 102 
 103 
The subcommittee will meet with Mr. Applegate and perhaps make arrangements to do a site 104 
visit at Monmouth Executive or Miller Airport to view their facility hangars and 105 
configurations to prepare for the upgrading of Lakewood’s facility and services.  106 
 107 

3. Mr. Reinman reported on the land sale closing to Lakewood Equities which took place on 108 
December 31, 2014. The Township of Lakewood’s legal counsel coordinated the execution of 109 
a quit-claim deed filing by Garzo to release his interest in an out-parcel which was part of the 110 
consolidation of lands that made up the lot contracted to Lakewood Equities. 111 
 112 
Mr. Flancbaum commended Mr. Reinman and the LIC attorney in getting the job done.  113 

 114 
4. New Hampshire Holdings (retail project). Mr. Reinman reported that they (New Hampshire 115 

Holdings) are signing a contract with a project manager to coordinate their project through the 116 
approval processes. They contracted Mark Chopp to coordinate their project. We look 117 
forward to seeing that contract close.  118 

 119 
5. Update on expansion of zoning classification in the industrial park (ABCD zone criteria). The 120 

Township Committee is moving forward on our latest request to change industrial park zone 121 
criteria. Mr. Reinman provided an example of what has happened in the industrial park 122 
recently where an out-of-town business was seeking to move to the industrial park and 123 
applied for permits/certificate of occupancy to locate to Lakewood and because of the nature 124 
of their business, were not permitted because of their facility’s too-close proximity to a 125 
school. We need to help businesses overcome similar hurdles.  126 
 127 
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Mr. Stafford-Smith commented for Commissioners’ information that the American Hotel Register 128 
building on James Street is up for sale (a 156,000 SF facility on 17 acres).  129

ATTORNEY’S REPORT: 131

CORRESPONDENCE: 134 

1. The Commission office received an emailed formal statement of resignation from 135 
Commissioner Sam Rabinowitz effective immediately. The Commissioners expressed their 136 
disappointment in Mr. Rabinowitz’s decision to resign and wished him well in his future 137 
endeavors.  138

OLD BUSINESS: 143 
 144 
Billboards 145 

Mr. Staiger reported on the Township ordinances prohibiting standard billboards but they do 146 
allow digital billboards in different locations. Discussion was initiated regarding the subject of 147 
billboards and referenced prospective placement recommendations within the industrial park 148 
either owned by the Industrial Commission and/or the Township. Discussion continued 149 
regarding using LED programmable billboards to provide marketing of the Industrial Park, 150 
directional data and also possible leasing of billboard space for generation of revenue. Mr. 151 
Reinman clarified that the existing ordinance reflects that you cannot place advertising on a 152 
billboard on your property and advertise for other entities (example: ShopRite).  153 
 154 
Mr. Flancbaum: We should identify the difficult areas of the industrial park. Consider 155 
new billboard technology to advertise the Industrial Park. We should also consider re-156 
branding ourselves.  157 
 158 
Mr. Reinman advised that money was appropriated to the 2015 LIC proposed budget to get 159 
started with a signage project.  160 
 161 
Mr. Staiger added that the Commission can do smaller LED signs instead of traditional 162 
“billboard” signs.  163 
 164 
Liaison D’Elia asked the Commissioners whether they would like the Township Committee to 165 
review the ordinance wherein billboards are addressed. 166 
 167 
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Mr. Flancbaum: Even if current ordinances do not allow for the certain use that we’re 168 
looking for, we could bring it up to the Township Committee if we had a good purpose and 169 
good use for it. We’re not looking for change. For the benefit of the town. 170 
 171 
Mr. Kirschner added that New Hampshire Avenue should be included.  172 

 173 
Vegetative Buffer Extinguishment request (update): 174 
Mr. Reinman advised the Commissioners that an amended resolution is on the agenda for adoption to 175 
provide an update of Lot and Block identification where the vegetative buffer easement is to be 176 
extinguished by agreement (H&H LLC) as accepted at December meeting.  177 
 178 
NEW BUSINESS: 179 
 180 
Mr. Stafford-Smith: There is a need to fill the seat on the Commission vacated by Commissioner Sam 181 
Rabinowitz.  182 
 183 
Mr. Stafford-Smith offered the name of a replacement: 184 
 185 
Thomas Calabro, Owner and Operator of Twin City Jewelers, a Lakewood downtown business. 186 
 187 
Seconded by Mr. Brooks. Carried.  188 
 189 
The Commission office was directed to write to the Township Committee requesting that Mr. Calabro 190 
be considered and appointed as a replacement for Mr. Rabinowitz.  191 
  192 
PUBLIC COMMENT: 193 
The floor was opened to the public for comment: 194 
 195 
Frances Kirschner, Marketing and Public Relations for Lakewood Township and Lakewood 196 
Industrial Commission: 197 

• On the table is a binder of all Public Relations articles developed and issued to disseminate 198 
information to the public for Lakewood Township and the LIC over the past 12 months.  199 

 200 
Mark Chopp, Owner of Lakewood Equities LLC and  201 

• Is building a 60,000 SF office project and is also acting as Project Manager for New 202 
Hampshire Holdings in development of their retail project on America Avenue known as The 203 
Avenue Shops. This is a 65,000 SF project.  204 

• On the Office building project there is a problem. Mr. Chopp is requesting assistance from the 205 
Commissioners in getting responses from Ocean County. He stated that they (County)  aren’t 206 
specific with what they want – either a $24,000 road improvement or the execution of an 207 
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agreement for a traffic light. He asked the County to identify which they wanted in order to 208 
allow him to move forward. There has been no response. Mr. Reinman advised that he would 209 
call Mr. Scarantino of Ocean County Engineering and ask for clear direction.  210 

• Mr. Chopp thanked everyone for pushing things through. He also offered information on 211 
incentives available to local developers from “Grow NJ” and the LEED Program. These 212 
agencies help provide incentives to keep businesses growing. Also, the State has a partnership 213 
with Rutgers with offering incentives.  214 

• The Lakewood Equities office building is ready to break ground. They’re just waiting for 215 
Ocean County approvals. Looking to get under construction 3-1/2 to 4 months.  216 

 217 
Conversation turned toward the rapid development of this new area. There is now construction of a 218 
Quick Chek, residential development, an office building and new stores all underway.  Comment was 219 
made that it is terrifying to think of a kid running across the street and being injured (New Hampshire 220 
Avenue and Cedar Bridge Avenue each having 4 busy lanes to cross). Is there any way to keep a 221 
tragedy from happening?  222 
 223 
The following resolution was offered by Stafford-Smith / Flancbaum and carried to move the meeting 224
