COMMENTS FROM THE PUBLIC:
Mr. Frank Fine (AOPA) introduced himself to the Commissioners and expressed his appreciation that
the LIC is taking interest in Lakewood Airport.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Mr. Reinman:
1. Lakewood Airport

a. RVE has prepared Bid Specs for Design-Build of airport hangars. The bid was to be
published but a glitch in timing occurred regarding calendaring publishing and
submission of bids. Also the engineer had received some questions from potential
bidders. What Mr. Reinman authorized was to push it out another 2 weeks.

b. Question: How do we act after the bid opening?

i. Option 1- Hold a Special Meeting where we can act on the bids
ii. Option 2- Adopt an LIC resolution today authorizing the Executive
Director with the Chairman and the Airport Subcommittee to review the bids
and authorize action with memorializing of action at the next meeting in
December.
iii. To expedite the action, we can adopt the resolution and act with subcommittee
recommendation. If a special meeting can be called, we will try that first. By
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consensus, the adoption of the Resolution authorizing action with Chairman and
Airport Subcommittee review was acceptable.
c. SAFE ZONE
I. There is some movement on schools. He suggested that we ask Liaison D’Elia
to convey to the Township Committee whether there was some way to have it
coincide timewise.
1. Mr. D’Elia advised that there needs to be something that we can give
them.

ATTORNEY’S REPORT:
No report.

CORRESPONDENCE:
1. Correspondence was received by the LIC Office from Stafford-Smith Realty indicating an
interest in Block 1608, Lot 2.
a. The office responded back that this property is under contract.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
No committees met.

OLD BUSINESS:
1. The 60-acre tract (Non Aviation lands adjacent to Lakewood Airport)
a. The appraisers are working on evaluating, developing and providing a fair market value
for the property (Marmur and Starmark have been awarded the appraisal job)
b. A year or so ago, we started discussions with the FAA regarding Land Release and how
it would be handled.
i. FAA had concerns about the LIC’s status within the Township of Lakewood
ii. We need to market the property without clear lines drawn (formal subdivision);
the FAA will only consider Land Release with a bona fide contract in hand.
c. Monuments (survey work)
i.  Mr. Kirschner commented on the monuments (disturbed).

1. Mr. Reinman responded that when they have a disturbed monument —
it’s someone else’s monument and these are not moved. There are
notations made on the map.

2. Mr. Stafford-Smith: Are we able to get an accurate assessment of what
is ours even with disturbed monuments? Yes. The calculations are made
to take discrepancies into account.

3. They did go out and set the other monuments that we asked them to do
and they’ve given us revised maps that show everything.
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ii. Mr. Staiger commented regarding monuments — on surveys, monuments might
by offset a certain distance from the property. That’s basically how it’s indicated.
They don’t go back to correct that or change it because it’s based on THAT
surveyor’s information that THAT monument is off by a certain measurement.
These discrepancies are usually minor and when there is a disputed discrepancy,
further research will be needed.

NEW BUSINESS:
No new business was presented.

We have a real estate closing (New Hampshire Holdings) scheduled for October 15™. It was supposed
to happen on the 14", but there was a discrepancy in one of the LIC’s resolutions with a transposition
of acreage numbers which ultimately affected the calculation of price. A corrective resolution is being
offered for approval under RESOLUTIONS.

The following resolution was offered by Calabro/Stafford-Smith to move the meeting into Closed
Session at 11:56 AM
