C. Surrounding Land Uses
The land uses in Lakewood sucrounding the smudy ares include vanery of resadennal, mdustal,
and mixed-use developments, as well as the vacant publicly-owned properties located in the
Crystal Lake Preserve located to the northeast of the study area.

Located to the north of the subject area, across County Route 528 1 the Westgnre
development, The Westgate community, currently consists of approximately 400 dwelling anes,
but will oldmately conmin approdmately 1,000 dwelling onits  {primaesly  townhouse
eomstruction) at full build our. Westgate also includes retail commercial areus located ay part of

the mixed-use concept for the development.

To the enst and south of the study avea, on the opposite side of Frankln Doulevard nnd James
Street, s w vanery of light industria] uses associred with the industral park, Farther 1o the
south past Famday Avenue is the Eaple Ridpe Golf course and udjoining age-restncted
residentunl development.

D. Existing Zoning
The kinds within the study area fall within four differene zone disteict categones as delineated in
the 2006 Zone Map.”

4 Asnoted previously, the Zone Map prior io 2003 included the study area exclusively in the A=1 District.
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The majority of the study ares, 267.9 agres (72%), is located within the R-40 Zone. The bulk
stnndnrds for each of the zone districts are provided 10 Table 3 below:

R=-12 Residential Zone: This zone permues single-famuly dwellings, places of worship and
schools. The R-12 area is located on the eastern porton of the study area to the south of the
Crystal Lake Preserve zone disence. With the nmendments o the CLP Distoct boundanes, the
Crystal Lake Preserve divides this distnct into two separare areas.

R-40 Zone: The R-40 zone allows single family dwellings, places of worship, schools and
Manined Readennal Developments.

A-I Zone: The A-1 zone allows single fumnily dwellings, farm houses, agnculniml uses, places

af u.rntuhi:p und schools, The mintmum 16F ares 5 tag gehes,

CLP Crystal Lake Preserve: The CLP District permurs lirge-lot single family residennal
development and public open space nzes,

E. Surrounding Zoning

The study area ts susrounded by 2 vanery of zone distncrs: Some of these districts permit uses
and development forms simlar to those permitted in the study ares, while others peomit
different land vse options. The aren to the south and east of the study aeea 15 2oned M-1
Industdal. This zene is adjacent 1o the easten porficns of the A-1, B-40, R-12, and CLIP
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District. Farther to the south across Faradey Avenue and the mileoad Aght-of-way is the Hagle
Ridge Golf Course property which @5 zone R-40. Lands 1o the north across Vereruns Highway

pre zone B-15 and include the Wesrgate residential commumiry,

The adjoming lands in Jackson Townshlp to the west of the study ares are zoned R-3 and |
Industonl. The R-3 zone permits single- family dwellings on minimum lot sizes of 3 acres. The |
Zone dwtnct permits 1 vadety of resenrch and mduserial uses on 20 acre lom, A review of the
aerial photograph (Figure 1) indicates very limited development within the T District thar
ndjoins Lakewood Townshap,

F. Development Approvals

Inquiries were made of the Lakewood Planning Board and the Zomng Bosed of Adjustment
Administrative Officers reparding development approvals, The Zoning Board Administrative
Officer did not report any significant approvals in the stady area,

The Administratye Officer for the Plannmg Bonrd indicated that theee were anly two recent
developnient approvals n the smudy aren. One of the approvals = the Thompson Groove
property (Block 251.01, Lot 32 and 88) on Drake Road which recelved major subdiasion
spprovil for 20 fots. The spproval included varsinces which allowed the apphent to reduce loe
nizes in vadous instances, The approveal was sabject to the applicant providing sanitary service
to the development.

A second approval i for Walter Locas on Newpore Avenue (Block 499, Lot 19) for a EYUOOE
subdivision of 4 los. Three lots were 40,000 sCjute feer in meea and the fourth lot was ihgbﬂ‘f

over none acre il'.l. RECIL.

G. Environmental Features

Environmentl Constraints of the study area are shown in Figure i, Based on statewnde 15
mapping, the majority of the shudy area is relagvely free of envitonmental consrounes, such as
steep slopes, wethinds, and floodpluns, The ateas within and mnimedaly adpoent to the
Crystal Lake Preserve District include freshwnter wetlands, These extend into portions of the

R-12 District.
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Farthier 1o the north in the CLP Dismict s the Watenng Place Beanch which has been idennfied
as. 1 C-1 siream carndor by the NJDEP. The headwaters of this stream are located near Dmke
Reoad m northeast portion of the study area. This-is shown on i Figuee 6 woth porennal 3(H-

foot ©-1 buffers assocated with the soeam,

It is important to note that the mapping petformed for purposes of this stody is based on
statewide data sees made availuble by NTDEP. A= such, it should be mecognized s bemg of a
penetalized naturee o be wied as padance for peneml plinning purposes, Stte specific stocies by
wetlandy experess would be necessary to confirm the locaton or shsenze of wetlunds. There are
o floodplain areas within the snudy ares ay mapped by the Federtl Emergency Management
Agency (FEMA).

H. Road Network

The study area is seeved by a number of munigipal and county roads, The prmary access to the
core of the aren is Cross Street, L'_:-‘.!I.mt;}' Route 626, which tmvels m o northwest? southesst
directon in this-area, The study aren 8 bordered on the north by Counry Route 528 This 15 an
east west collector matntasied by the County of Ocean. Municipal streets within the study srea
are typrcally two lane roads, with rebureely low waffic volumes. County moads, however, have a
wider cart way and higher vehicular volumes, Jamet Syeet bordess the study area in the
southeast part of the study area, James Strect tavels i an enst west direction 2nd forks o sphit
intoy Dirake Road m the north and Franklin Boulevard to the south. The R-12 pomion of the

study area contains a number of paper (Le., wmmproved) sweets,

I. Sewer Service Area

As shown in Figure 7, most of the subjece area is putside the existing sewer service wrea as set
fordh in rthe existng Water Quality Management Plan. However, the acea is surrounded by
existing sewer service areas, in Lakewood as well o8 Jackson Township. The sewer service ares
miapping shows the areas where wostewater will be ecllected and fow or be tranymitted to 2
repional wastewarer treamment faciliy. Areas outside the sewer service aren are those where
subsurfiee ‘disposal systems diseharging less than 2,000 pallons per day, a5 permitted, must
provide wastownrer disposal for any new  der t. Residentinl and mnon-resmdential

develapment which v cotide the sewer service deen would require sepric system.
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Amendments 1o the sewer service area bounducies are geanted by the Ocean Counry Planning
Board, acong as the wastewsier munagement agency for the county and the NIDEP, and

require an apphcaton for amendment and formal scoen,

1. State Plan Designations

The study area is Jocated primatily in Planning Aren 2, Subuchan Planning Aees in the SDRP,
(See Figure 8) In the Suburban Planning Aren, the intent of the Smre Plan 1 to provide
oppartunites m© “provide for much of the stite's future Ll:'l-’l:lr}pml:l'll'." with the le'mn:'l
development form being Centers and other compact forms of development that promote the
development of communites of place. As nored mn the State Phan; "The exisung inventory of
un.dm':].n-j:md and und::d:v:b]:lcd land in the Suburban Planmng Area pmvjtks sufficient land
ares to absorh much of the marker demand for development i the Stte,” and that “the
Suburban Planning Area 12 o key ares for accommodanng markee forces and demand for

development.™

The remaining portdon of the study ares is located in Planming Aren 3, Frmge Planning Arved. In
s crogs-acceptance report submisted ro the County, the Township has proposed the aceas
eurrenty desipnated I'A-3 be chanped o PA-2.

K. 20007 Master Plan Reexamination Report

The Lakewood Township Planning Board reexamined the Township Master Plan snd Linifed
Development Ordinance (UDO} in 20046 and 2007, The Board veviewed 35 separite rezoning
proposals throughour the mumcipality as part of the reexomineaon. In additon the Plinning
Board adopted an exhaustive and comprehennive st of proposed revisions to the UDO, One of
the rezoning proposals sddressed a change ro the A-1 zone in the stady area, The specific
tezoning proposal was s follows: “"Rezone the A<l zone berween Franklin and Fareday Avenue
berween Cross Steeet and the border with |ackson Township to R-40. This distoict boeders a
darrict in Jackson zoned as Tndustral ™ The Plinang Board denied the sezoning proposal and
therehy affirmed the current A-1 zoning designation for that study arca, The area in qoestion 1s

wentified 0% aren #21  in Fipure 2 arid the ext of the Reexamindtica fupott.
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In addinen the Plinnmg Board afficmed the CLIY Crouml Lake Preserve zoming desigonton adopted
Iy the Township Commiree an May 4, 2006. This zonmg wssue is identified m the text and the map
of the 2007 Reexupminanon Report as area 713

3. FINDINGS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

A. Recommended Land Use Plan

Based on the foregomng analysis, 1t is oue opinion that the Land Use Plan desgnanons for the
study arca should condnue to ceflect the A-1, R-40, R-12 and CLP distnct boundaries
enymerited on the Land Use Plon Map in the Township's 2007 Master Plan Reesamination
Report. We find that these boundaties are reasonable from a plunming smndpoint for the

bollowing reasons:

1. Need w Accommodae New Growth and Development, Lalewood Township has
experienced and 1\ eontinuing to experence subsmntial population growth, This growth
i populstion is not antcipated to abate, but s anticipated to increase &t current rates
mto the near furpee. Accordingly, the Township faces significant challenges in
secommaoduting the growth o well-planned and sustarable manner. Therefore, one of
the key planning imperstives has been to provide for zoning that provides o wide range
of housing chowes, mcluding affordshle housing for its anzens, This growth and the
means to aecommodate it must be considered in evaluating any one component of the
Township’s Land Use Plan, including the approprate 2omning for the study area, The
curtent land wse plan provides. for such o balance, with the pren recommended for
primatily low density development but at & somewhat higher overall density (primaniy 1
dwelling per acre a8 versas 1 dwelling unit per two acres) than the pror zoning for the

e

2. Supounding Land Uscs The existing land use in the study weea 35 pomanly single family
resulennal ar low densites. However, the area 15 surrounded by o vanery of land uses
and zoning which provide for higher densities or greater intensity of development.
Specifically, the aren adjoins on R-15 Districe co the north, which includes an existing
mixed use development that uldmately will consist of 1,000 residenaal onits dnd
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nonesidential uses. To the southeast 15 the M-1 Induatnal Disteicr, which includes one
of the Township’s two major indastrial parks, The M-1 District also s located wathin
the Township's Urban Enterprise Zone (TEZ) nnd may be the location of one of the
future train stops along the proposed Monmouth-Ceesn-Middlesox (MOM) il line.
The one exception 18 the Cryaal Lake Preserve to the northesst, which provides for low

3, 1-12 Districr: While the R-12 Dhistrice south of the Crystal Lake Preserve and north of
Tnrnes Street was once 4 part of the R-12 Distoct farther to the east along Jumes Street,
it became & sepatate district with the expansion of the boundanes of che CLP District.
S, to 4 certain extent it is isolated from the larger R-12 Diserdet to the east. However,
we find that an R-12 zone designation represents a ressonable tansition to the lower
density residential areas to the north and west und the idustrial wses (o the sonth and
ezst, In fact, the Township may wish o consider a farther extension of the R-12
District along James Street to Cross Street, partculardy if the M-1 District becomes the
site of a fumure tmin stoon location as part of the MOM tail line currently being
evilunted.

4. Epvironmentl Impicts The majonty of the study orea 2 free of environmental
constennes as mapped nsmrewide GI5 dambnzes. However the porticn of the stady

neen in the Crysml Lale Preserve includes wedsnds and the watershed area of the
Warentng Place Brook, This area should continue to be the focus of Township
preservation efforts In the area and the CLP designation retsined. In addition, the
Township should explore further oppormemities for preservanon and  porential
expansion of the CLP 25 such opportumtics become available,

B. Infrastructure Considerations

Mont of the sréa 15 outside of the sewer service 35 mapped by the NJDEF, although mapped
sewer service arens suttound the study area both in Lskewood und Jackson. Consequently, any
proposed development in the stady ares will need o address the issue of wastewater treatnent
and disposal. Without the availability of sewer, development will be lmired 1o the ability of on-

site soptic and similar disposal systems to bandle wastewater genetated from the development
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accordance with NJDEP repulstions and requirements, To promote the objectives of the
Township's comprehensive Land Use Plan it ks approprate thae the area be within o designated
sewer service aren. Therefore, we recommended thar the Township work with the Ocean
County Planning Board and the N]DBEP to amend the Ocean County Wastewnter Management

Plan to include this agea in the spproved sewer service nres.

However, unrl sech ome s= sewer w svadable, it our pecommendapon that any new
devebopment within the R-4F and R-12 Districes i the sty areq bee subject 1o 1 requirement or
condition that the development 1s erither 1o be served by public sewer or provide an adequate on-

site disposal system i sccordance with NIDEP repulanons and requircments,
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
